Brewer was a perfect 4-0 for
the Presidents last week.
He opened the week with a
pin fall win over Matt
Galadyk of Seton Hill in 3:54. Brewer then cap-
tured the heavyweight title at the Baldwin-
Wallace John Summa Invitational with a 3-0
mark, including two pin fall victories in the open-
ing round. In the title match, he recorded a 4-1
decision over Jabril Patterson of Brockport Stats.
Brewer is now 27-13 overall with 16 falls, which
is the fourth-highest season total in W&J his-
tory and ranks in the top five in NCAA Division
III this season.

Also nominated was sophomore 165 pounder
Jordan Gaudette of Thiel, and freshman 141-
pounder Nick Garber of Waynesburg.

ished third, defeating Brockport's Glenn
DiStefano by pin fall (0:54) in the third-place
match … Freshman 165-pound Chris Lytle
was fourth, dropping a 7-1 decision to Roch-
ester Institute of Technology's Jason Wake
in the third-place match … The Tomcat wres-
tling squad is set to return to action on
Wednesday, Feb. 13 when they travel to
Waynesburg University for the 2008 Presi-
dents' Athletic Conference (PAC) Champi-
onships … Matches are scheduled to be-
gin at 6:30 p.m.

The Yellow Jackets
finished the 22nd-
annual John
Summa Invitational
in seventh place
with 23 team points
on Saturday ...

Waynesburg placed a pair of freshmen at
the annual event, with Nick Garber finish-
ing in second place at 141-pounds while
Mike Capuzzi place third in the 197-pound
bracket ... The Yellow Jackets featured one
of their largest fields of the season, filling
seven weight classes with two wrestlers in
the 141-pound and heavyweight brackets
... Garber and Capuzzi each posted 2-1
records in their respective weight classes.

W&J dropped a tough
26-25 decision to Seton
Hill on Thursday and
then placed fourth of
seven teams at the B-W
John Summa Tourna-
ment on Saturday …
Sophomore HWT Josh
Brewer led the Presi-

dents during the week with a perfect 4-0
record with three falls …  He claimed the
heavyweight title at the Summa Tourna-
ment with a 3-0 record and two falls … In
the dual meet with Seton Hill, Brewer
pinned Matt Galadyk in 3:54 in the final
match of the evening … He won the cham-
pionship after defeating Brockport State’s
Jabril Patterson by a 4-1 margin in the
title bout … Freshman 197-pounder Alex
Cressley placed as the runner-up at B-W,
while sophomore 174-pounder Eric Mon-
day earned third place … Creesley
notched a win by fall on Thursday against
Seton Hill’s Stephen Zubach in 1:40.
