The three-time defending PAC champion Presi-
dents were stunned in the semifinals by the Yellow
Jackets, who advanced to the PAC title match for
the first time since 2001. Despite being outshot 17-
5 in the contest, Waynesburg posted a goal by sopho-
more M Susie Godwin (Bckhannon, WV/
Buckhannon-Upshur H.S.) assisted by senior F
Courtney Ebersole (East Berlin, PA/Bermudian
Springs H.S.) at 22:53 in the first half and made it
hold up the rest of the way and post the upset. It was
the first win also the first win for the Yellow Jackets
over the Presidents since 2001. W&J also held a 9-

2 advantage in corner kicks. Waynesburg senior GK

TMC held Waynesburg
to no shots or corner kicks in the contest, as the
Saints outshot the Yellow Jackets 24-0 and held an
18-0 margin in corner kicks. Thomas More took a 1-
0 lead into halftime on the strength of a goal by sopho-
more M Kirstie Reilman (Cincinnati, Ohio/
McAuley H.S.) off a corner kick by senior F Lauren
Wietmarschen (Cincinnati, OH/McAuley H.S.) at
the 17:23 mark. Despite the lopsided statistical mar-
gin, Waynesburg remained within a goal until late in
the contest due to a stellar effort by senior GK Katrina
Kelly (Dunbar, PA/Connellsville H.S.), who
stopped 11 Thomas More shots to keep the jackets
close. However, Thomas More put the match away
with two late insurance goals, the first an unassisted
tally by senior F Christy Green (Cincinnati, Ohio/
Mother of Mercy) off a rebound at the 76:36 mark.
TMC closed out the scoring at the 86:08 mark when
